Pursuant to Rule 33-1, and without prejudice to the FPG Permanent Application 

Competition Conditions and Local Rules, these Rules are hereby established: 

 

1 – DEFINITION 

The Club’s Cup is organized by the Silver Coast Golf Club, at the CampoReal golf 

course on the 7th and 8th of September 2019. 

 

2 – PARTICIPATION 

The competition is exclusive to members of The Silver Coast Golf Club who are 

FPG members and have a valid EGA handicap. The competition is also open to 

FPG-affiliated guests with an updated EGA handicap, but their results will not 

count for the Club Cup standings. Members with HCP in another international 

federation must bring HCP certificate. 

 

 

3 – MODALITY 

The Club Cup is played in Medal Net, aggregated 2 days. Maximum Handicap for 

Men 28 and Ladies 36. Members with a Club Handicap may participate (not 

counting the result for the classification). 

 

 

4 – DRAW 

The Draw will be published until 5 pm of the day before the tournament, on the 

Club website and on the members' board. 



 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The start will be shotgun at 09.00 h, or other time announced prior to the 

publication of Draw. 

The Draw for the 2nd day will be prepared based on the classification of the 1st 

day and will be published until 7 pm of the 1st day of the tournament. 

 

5 – RESULTS AND PRIZES 

The winner of the 2-day aggregate standings will be the Club Cup winner, seeing 

their name engraved on the permanent Trophy at the Club after the end of the year. 

 

6 – TIES 

The tiebreaker will be made by successively applying the following criteria: lowest 

EGA handicap, last 9, 6, 3 and last hole and draw. 

 

7 – RULES 

Royal and Ancient Golf of St. Andrews rules, local Club Rules and specific test 

rules set by the Technical Committee apply. 

 

8 – CANCELLATION AND AMENDMENT OF THE REGULATION 

At any time the Technical Commission may change or amend these Rules or cancel 

any of the Tournaments. 

 

9 – PROTEST 

Players may claim their results from the Technical Commission: 

- Within 15 minutes after results are published 

- Within two days of posting the results on the Club website for final 

classification. 

 

10 – TECHNICAL COMMITTEE 

The Technical Committee of the Tournament is the Technical Committee of the 

Silver Coast Golf Club.
