Handicap and have qualified for this Final. 

 

Green-fee: Free for qualified players 

 

Members who are not registered for the competition can also participate in this 

event, naturally being out of the tournament official results, under the following 

conditions: 

 

Weekly members – 20 € 

Annual members – free of charge 

Holders of pre-paid vouchers – 1 Voucher

MODALITY/RULES 

 

 

The Final will be played in 18 holes in Stableford Net and Stableford Gross to 

qualify the respective champions, prevailing the Gross Classification.

HANDICAPS: 

Reduced EGA handicap for the purposes of classification limit 28 for men and 36 

for ladies. 

 

REGISTRATIONS 

Entries for the Tournament will be made on the website or on the sheet posted on 

the Club board at the entrance of the pro shop at least 48 hours before the start of 

the tournament. 

 

AWARDS 

The first Net and Gross winners will be awarded with a Membership for 2020 

similar to the one acquired by the winners for the year 2019. They will also be 

awarded a trophy for each of the categories, which will be presented at the Annual 

Awards Ceremony. , which will take place on January 11, 2020, at Dolce Campo 

Real. 

 

The tiebreaker will be made by successively applying of the following criteria: 

lowest (net) and highest (gross) EGA handicap, last 9, 6, 3 and last hole and draw. 

 

Players may claim their results with the Technical Commission within 15 minutes 

of their publication. 

 

The Technical Committee of the Final is the Silver Coast Golf Club Technical 

Committee. 

The Technical Commission may at any time supplement or amend these Rules or 

cancel the Final.
