In 2007, Terri and
John Havens converted 15 of Cal-a-Vie’s 500 acres into a small vineyard of Cabernet Sauvignon, Cabernet Franc and Merlot
grapes. The vineyard produced its first harvest in 2011, which yielded Cal-a-Vie's Chateau Cal-a-Vie Grande Vin Rouge, as
well as the spa’s fine Vinothérapie product line, sourced from the harvest’s antioxidant-rich leftover grape skin and seed.

Chateau Cal-a- Vie now features Merlot and Sauvignon Blanc, Rose of Merlot and Petite Vin Rouge.
