WINEMAKER NOTES

Our Roussanne is grown entirely on the Camp Four Vineyard on the eastern side
of the Santa Ynez Valley. It is a late ripening grape that can be difficult to grow
and requires warm, sunny conditions, otherwise it easily develops mildew issues
because of its small compact clusters. The extra care in the vineyard translates
into a rich, full-bodied white out of the cellar with distinct flavors of honey,
graham cracker and vanilla balanced by a hint of orange zest.

Roussanne is a grape that produces food friendly wines as it matches well with a
wide variety of seafood dishes, paté, roast chicken or pork, cream sauces and will
even hold up to spicy flavors and an array of hard and soft cheeses.

Always a staff favorite, the Stagecoach Syrah has a balanced, fruit-forward style
with just the right amount of grip and acidity to keep the palate fresh. Look for
distinctive notes of acacia flowers, fennel, black pepper, blackberry and
seductive vanilla bean notes on the nose. The palate expands to include flavors
of blackberry, graham cracker, vanilla and ripe cherries.

This lovely and layered Syrah is great with triple-cream cheeses or a hamburger
right off the grill.

WINEMAKER NOTES

The combination of these two varieties are quite the match. Cabernet’s structure
and depth are rounded out by Syrah’s jammy fruit flavors making the 2017 Syrah-
Cabernet Sauvignon a rich and full-bodied red. Time on oak adds complexity
and spice while softening the hard edges. Berries, vanilla, dried tobacco and
leather are prevalent on the nose but dark fruit flavors dominate the palate
enhanced by dark chocolate and vanilla.

You won’t go wrong pairing this blend with grilled steak or a roasted rack of
lamb. Field mushrooms with grilled parmesan would be a great vegetarian
option.
