Well, these are definitely some  
uncertain times we are living in at 

the moment! Luckily, we have wine to get 
us through it! 

We are still hard at work in the winery 
with racking barrels and bottling wines. 
As I am typing this, we are bottling our 
2018 reserve Pinot Noirs. The 2018 Pinot 
vintage is my favorite to date! It reminds 
me of the exquisite 2007 and 2012 vintages. 
It was a very cool, moderate vintage 
where flavors were able to develop, and 
we were able to leisurely harvest the 
grapes at the perfect ripeness. Very rarely 
is this the case anymore, and it was a breath of fresh air having 
a vintage that compared to the best in the last 20 years! These 
2018 Pinots are extraordinary, and I am excited for their release!  
We also have a new addition named “1971” from the Sanford 
and Benedict Vineyard in the Sta. Rita Hills. This wine comes 
from the original planting by Richard Sanford in 1971. The wine 

is very feminine and elegant with fresh, bright 
acidity, beautiful texture and mouthwatering 
red fruit and spice. I am excited for you to taste 
these beautiful wines! 

In the vineyard we are seeing our first bud-
break with Chardonnay and Pinot Noir. We 
had a very small winter rainfall with only 
around 6 inches of rain and then came “miracle 
March,” which more than doubled that. We 
needed the rain and it came at the perfect time! 
Hopefully Mother Nature continues to be 
kind to us in the vineyard and the COVID-19 
scare is firmly in the rear-view mirror.
